The Council has always provided stamps, but | have tried to ab-
sorb the cost of printing and paper until now. For the first time, due to changes in my job status, | have had to use
Council funds to purchase one of four color laser toner carts for by my printer, which now run close to $100, each.

It might be time to consider changes in how the news of Council and Squire events is conveyed to the membership.
Paper & postage could be saved by sending news items electronically by e-mail or via the Council’'s website. Most
members today have computers and e-mail. Those that do not could always be contacted by phone or postcard. Just
the $500 saved in postage each year would represent the proceeds of a typical spaghetti dinner. | sincerely hope that
someone will consider taking on this important communication responsibility.
